As we would normally 

ask, only legal guardians of the children can participate in the telephone interviews (similar to the face-to-

face consultations in school).

3. P6 Transfer Information Parents’ Meeting – All primary school children ‘transfer’ to secondary school but 

not all choose to sit the ‘Transfer Test’.  What are this year’s plans likely to be?  Who are the tests for?  Will 

Cregagh Primary School run its usual Transfer Test Summer School in August for those P7s sitting the test?  

These and many other questions will be answered by Mr Larmour and myself at a special meeting for P6 

parents on Wednesday 9th June 3-4pm.  This meeting will be held in the school’s assembly hall.  Social 

distancing rules will be observed.

6. Coronavirus update – school relies on everyone staying vigilant against Covid.  You will have heard media 

reports about the ‘Indian Variant’ which appears to be gaining a hold.  Vaccines are not going to get rid of 

the virus; people working together and sticking to the rules will.  Remember: if someone in your household 

has symptoms or tests positive, you must inform school.  Sick children must never be sent to school, 

regardless of what the illness is.
