Parent Interviews Monday 14th – Thursday 17th – Notes for the upcoming Parent Interviews were sent home this 

Thursday.

2. Flu Vaccinations - flu vaccination forms were sent home on Thursday 19th September.  It’s very important that any 

remaining forms are completed and sent back to the school office as soon as possible.  Any child who has had their 

form returned but misses the actual vaccination due to absence, will still be able to get it from their GP.  Unless there 

are specific medical reasons, children receive this vaccination through a painless nasal spray.
